Maths
In Maths we will be matching quantities to
numerals and identifying how many are in a
group. We will. be working on developing a
deep understanding of the numbers 1 - 3 and
learning to count with one-to-one
correspondence.

This half term we will be developing our gross
motor and fine motor skills.

We will also practise
our fine motor skills using ‘Dough Disco’ and
activities such as threading, drawing and using
tweezers. We will be developing our spatial

Expressive Arts and Design

We will be learning to develop our creative
skills by using different mediums to make a
range of marks. We will explore how unique we
are and express this through our
self-portraits. We will learn fo use the
resources in our environment to create
purposefully and talk about what we have
created, using blocks, costumes, junk

modelling and other creative resources.

Development
